Although Brazil and the United States have long regarded each other sympathetically, relations between the
two countries have been adversely affected by geographical distance, language barriers, and cultural
indifference.

Borges's Poe

Edgar Allan Poe’s image and import shifted during the twentieth century, and this shift is clearly connected
to the work of three writers from the Río de la Plata region of South America—Uruguayan Horacio Quiroga
and Argentines Jorge Luis Borges and Julio Cortázar.
